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Using a newspaper, complete the following assignments:
1.  Find one article that persuades.  Cut out the article and summarize it in one paragraph (1/2 page minimum).  Make sure you explain what the author is trying to persuade you to think.  Do you agree/disagree with the author?  Explain.
2. Find one article that informs.  Cut out the article and summarize it in one paragraph (1/2 page minimum).  Make sure you give the specific details of who, what, where, when, why, and how.
3. Find one article that entertains.  Cut out the article and explain it in one paragraph (1/2 page minimum).
4. Imagine you have been given $1000 to spend on items advertised in the newspaper.  You must buy at least 15 different items and have exactly $1.00 left over.  Make a list of the items you will purchase, the cost, and the page number of the advertisement and the total of your purchase.
5. Locate the weather page and answer the following questions:
a. Where is the coldest place in the USA?
b. Where is the warmest place in the USA?
c. Is snow expected anywhere?
d. Where are you in danger of getting sunburned?
e. What is the forecast for Mexico City?
f. When will we have a new moon?
g. What time will the sun set?
h. Why is the so lunar table important?
i. What time will be high tide at New River?
j. What is the website for an up-to-date weather report?
6. Locate the sports section of the newspaper.  Athletes often behave in admirable ways, deserving of praise.  Sometimes they do not.  Choose one athlete to place in the “Hall of Fame” and another athlete to place in the “Hall of Shame”.  Clip and paste the pictures/names of the athletes, and write a caption of why you have chosen this person for this award.
7. Locate the comics.  Cut out your favorite comic strip and then draw a continuation of it for the following day.
8. Find a photograph in the newspaper that interests you.  Cut it out and rewrite the caption.  If this picture was the only “news” for today, what would be the headline?
