Poetry Anthology Project
Due Date: Tuesday, October 22, 2013
Assignment Description: 
Put together a collection of ten poems representing a theme that has been approved by your teacher.  You will find seven poems on the internet, or in a book, that fits the theme you have selected; the remaining three poems will be written by you.  The poems that you create should be well-developed, utilizing figurative language learned in class.  The individual poems that you gather will be organized into a booklet.  With each poem, you must provide a picture or image that illustrates what you feel is the most important aspect of the poem.  Along with the picture, each poem must be accompanied with a paragraph (of 5-10 sentences) giving a level 3 reflection.  Your reflection should indicate a personal connection to the poem, while at the same time identifying the theme.  Choose your poems carefully, considering that your response should be intelligent and thoughtful. 

Your anthology book must contain the following:
1. A cover page with a title, picture, your name, core, and date
2. Table of contents- List poems in order with page numbers
3. Poems glued in booklet, with their corresponding pictures and reflections
4. Bibliography page, called “Works Cited”.  On this page, list where you found your poems arranged in alphabetical order by the author’s last name.
5. The “Final Grade” page must be included on the last page of your booklet

Guidelines for selecting poems:
1. Each poem should be approximately 10 to 20 lines long. If you want to include haiku, limerick, or any other short poem, two poems will need to be used to equal one entry. Include a response to each short poem.
2. No more than one set of short poems can be used.
3. You may use the lyrics from one song, if it fits your theme.
4. You need to include 3 poems written by yourself that are 10-20 lines long and use figurative language. If you choose to write short poetry forms, you will need 2 written poems to equal 1 normal length. 
5. Find a variety of poems, written by a variety of poets. You may have no more than 2 poems by the same poet.


Presentation:
1. Each poem must be presented neatly; they may be handwritten (legibly), typed, or photocopied.
2. Place the illustrations on the same page as the poem, either below or beside it. 
3. Neatness counts! Use glue rather than tape or staples.
4. The pictures to represent each poem may be hand drawn (with color) or come from a magazine.  Personal photographs may be used, as well, and will be returned to you.
5. Aim for a dramatic effect. Colors can be used effectively on your cover, on each poem page, and in the accompanying illustrations.
The personal written reflections:
This part of the project is worth half of the grade. Explain why you chose each of the 7 poems and why you wrote the 3 poems as you did. Your reflections should be 5-7 sentences long.  Make a connection between each poem and your own experiences. Consider things you have done in your life, as well as material you have read, heard, or seen.  Below is a list of ideas to get you started in writing the reflections:
1. In this poem, I wondered what it meant by…
2. I really liked this poem because…
3. The mood of the poem reminded me of…
4. The description of _____ in the poem made me think of…
5. This poem reminded me of ___ (another poem, story, movie, or personal connection) because…
6. I once had an experience like the one described in the poem, in which….
7. The setting of this poem is important because…
8. When I read this poem, I imagined…
9. I think the poet wrote this poem to teach us…
10. I wrote this poem because …
